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Your seven member Board of Directors meets regularly with the Americana Resorts Property managers and is in contact daily thru e-mail and phone to take care of business.  Each of these unpaid volunteers takes responsibility for one of these tasks: Snow Removal, Landscaping, Grass Cutting, Painting,
Compliance, Irrigation & the Newsletter.

Meet the Board.  Director Douglas Garrett was born and raised in Tennessee and moved to Colorado in 1983.  He is a lawyer by profession and currently works for Sports Authority, the parent company for Gart Sports.  For the last eight years, he has been on the Englewood City Council, and for the last two years has served as Mayor.  His term ends in November.  Because of his job requirements, Douglas and his wife, Nancy are unable to live in Summit County full time, but try to spend as much time as possible in the high country.
(Editors Note) Since about one half of the Aspen homes are ‘second homes’, his insight as a second homeowner provides an added dimension to the 
board.
House Painting is scheduled for the first two weeks in August.  Your home is scheduled to be painted every four years. To be painted this year are the following twelve homes: On Blue Grouse, #’s 111 & 121.  On N. Chipmunk, #’s 1641, 1645, 1652, 1654, 1655, 1656, 1657, 1658, 1659 & 1661.  Please remove any personal items that may have been placed on your front porch such as furniture, decorative items etc. The painting contractor will charge a fee if the painters need to move such items.  Not included in the Painting Contract is your front door and your back deck.  These are a homeowner responsibility.  For those homeowners who have signed up for Garage Door Replacement, the Gore Range Door Co. will handle the installations during this time.
Driveway sealing is done every three years on a rotational basis, a section at a time is done.  The sections are described as lower Blue Grouse, Upper Blue Grouse and N. Chipmunk.  This year the driveways on Blue Grouse to be resealed are, #’s: 123, 125, 126, 128, 130, 131, 132, 134, 135, 136, 138, 140, 141, 143, 145, 147. An overnight drying time is required before you may use your driveway.  The Homeowners Assn. will provide Town of Silverthorne parking permits so that your vehicles may be parked on the street during this time.
Have you seen an odd looking creature scooting around the development?  Most likely it’s a Gopher.  These critters have nested at several locations where they dig holes and multiply rapidly.  They may get under your fence and under your deck to make a home. They seem to love to eat flowers and ornamental plantings.  An exterminator has been hired to eliminate this problem.
It’s that time of year for Tent Caterpillars. These wormy like crawlers make a silky looking nest that starts off about the size of a golf ball and can be as large as a basketball.  Found in our Aspen trees they can defoliate a large tree branch in a day or so and then go on to lay eggs which hatch and do more damage.  If you see such a nest, contact Americana Resort Properties at 468-4363 to have it removed.
You may be thinking about Satellite or Dish TV.  Before any installation, please be reminded that the Aspens Rules and Regulations prohibit any antenna system being installed on the front of a home.  Our management company will work with installers to assist in selecting a location that provides the best reception without a rule violation.  Contact Americana Resort Properties at 468-4363.
As a reminder, Trash Containers  must be hard sided with tight fitting lids.  Cardboard boxes or plastic bags are not allowed as they are easily accessed by small animals and or large birds that tear into them and allow the trash and garbage to escape.  We suggest that you put wet garbage in a grocery type bag and then put it in the trash can.  This technique helps prevent the contents from freezing to the interior of the can in the winter time and facilitates removal year round.  Wednesday is our collection day.  Containers may be put out as early as 7:00 AM.  They are not to be put out or left out overnight.  Containers must be stored in the garage, not outside.  For folks that are not here on Wednesday, we suggest that you ask a neighbor to take out your trash and to bring in your empty containers.  A simple request might make you and the people next door better neighbors. 
Outside lighting changes are being formulated by the Town of Silverthorne.  Scheduled for 2010 are lights that will shine DOWN only.  This will reduce light pollution. Your Board will keep you informed as to how the new town rule will affect homeowners.  Until the approved type of fixture is known it might be best to avoid making any changes to your exterior lighting. 

Snow storage.  It might seem like an odd time of year to think about storing snow!  But, at this time it’s easy to do a little landscaping like arranging stones along the driveway. Such items look great in the summer, but are a plowing hazard in the winter.  It’s best to avoid stone edging on your driveway.  Please remove these obstacles before snowfall.
