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Your seven member Board of Directors meets regularly with the Americana Resorts Property managers and is in contact daily thru e-mail and phone to take care of business.  Each of these unpaid volunteers takes responsibility for one of these tasks: Snow Removal, Landscaping, Grass Cutting, Compliance, Painting, Irrigation and the Newsletter.

He and his wife, Penny started a movie rental business in 1983.  They bought into the Aspens in 1998, spending the winters here.  They closed the business in 2002 and moved here full time. Kurt’s free time is spent skiing, snow shoeing, hiking, camping, canoeing and volunteering.  Kurt volunteers for anything outdoors including: Forest Service Trail Maintenance, Friends of Eaglesnest Wilderness, Friends of Dillon Ranger District, Continental Divide Land Trust, Summit Seniors and town & county weed pulls.

Are you thinking about making changes to your fence or yard?   While you must retain the fence in your backyard, in many cases the fence can be extended and/or relocated.  Prior to obtaining Board approval, discuss your intents with your neighbors on either side.  This especially applies if your plans call for tree planting that might obscure your neighbors view.  Submit a sketch of your plans to Americana Resort Properties for board approval before you pick up a shovel or hire a contractor.  If you plan any exterior changes to your home, you first must obtain Aspens Board approval as well as that of the Eagles Nest Design and Review Committee.  Plan ahead.
House Painting will take place this summer for the following twelve homes:  On Blue Grouse, #’s 111 & 121.  On N. Chipmunk, #’s1641, 1645, 1652, 1654, 1655, 1656, 1657, 1658, 1659,  & 1661.
Please remove any personal items that may have been placed on the porches or decks.  The painters will take care of lamps and other items that are not to be painted.  As a reminder, house painting does not include your front door.  This is a homeowner responsibility.  Your door may require attention; House painting time is a good time for you to take care of it.  
Garage Door Replacement will be accomplished by the Gore Range Garage Door Co.  Moisture has caused deterioration of many of our garage doors and they may need to be replaced. This summer is the time to do it.  Infor-
mation concerning the types of replace-

ments, options and costs will be provided in a separate correspondence.

An order form will assist in determining your needs.  Information for disposing of old doors and painting of new doors will be provided as well.  The cost of door replacement, painting and old door disposal is the responsibility of the homeowner and is not included in your monthly maintenance fee.
Snow Plowing of your driveway will commence when there is a snow fall of 4” or more.  The board is pleased to have a dependable contractor that provides this service.  When the snowfall is less than 4” or should snow drift in, the driveways remain unplowed until the next snow fall.  These guidelines have been established in order to keep costs down since snowplowing is a major budget item.  Some homeowners have requested an expansion of this service.  The Board has arranged for our management company, Americana Resort properties to provide additional plowing upon request if you wish to have less than 4” removed from your driveway.  Since this service is not called for in our regular snow plowing contract a fee of $ 60.00 will be charged for each plow requested.
The requestor will have the amount added to the next monthly dues payment.
