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Our Homeowners Association utilizes the expertise of a professional management company to coordinate the many tasks needed to maintain our community.  For several years the Board of Directors has employed Americana Resort Properties for this function.

It is said ‘that one mans trash, may be another mans treasure’.  But when the trash escapes the container it is no ones pleasure! Our Rules and Regulation clearly state that “All trash must be placed in “hard walled” containers and have lids securely in place when outside”. (A copy of these Rules is enclosed with this mailing for your reference).  Be a responsible homeowner. DO NOT put trash in cardboard boxes or plastic bags.  These containers are easily breached by ravens, magpies, foxes, skunks, porcupines, coyotes and dogs. All of which are seen in the vicinity of the Aspens.  If through oversight or carelessness your trash gets littered, be a good neighbor, pick it up and dispose of it properly.
Folks say “That can’t possibly be my dog on the loose!”  But it does belong to someone, hopefully, someone who cares.  An unattended dog may seek food from a trash container but get spoiled garbage and become ill. “Poochie’ may run in front of a cyclist causing injury to both or in front of a vehicle causing his own demise.  If you see a dog running loose, get a description and recent location of the dog and call the Summit County Animal Control Shelter at: 668-3230 for a pick up. You’ll be doing the dog and the owner a big favor. 
The Association sees that your homes’ exterior is repainted every four years and that your driveway is resealed every three years.  Beyond that, the main structure of the edifice is your responsibility.  The fence gets painted when the house gets painted, but even with that layer of protection, the fence has a life expectancy of about 15 years and some driveways are starting to show signs of ‘fair wear and tear’ and will need repair in the future.  What then?
     Your Board of Directors are working to establish a “Capital Improvement Fund”, putting dollars in escrow for that time when the above needs are to be met.  When the time comes, the Association, which bears the responsibility for fence and driveway upkeep, will have the funds to do so.  In the meantime, studies are underway to determine the best ways to repair and maintain driveways before replacement is necessary.

Winter is upon us. Be sure to disconnect hoses from outside faucets to prevent freeze ups, possible plumbing damage and flooding.

The snow plowing operation is underway.  The plowing of driveways will commence at 7:30 AM when there has been a snowfall of four inches or more.  It is the homeowner responsibility to remove snow from walkways and porches.  A shovel or snow pusher with a ‘Poly’ plastic blade is less likely, than a metal shovel, to damage the cedar planks on your porch. The skilled plow operators will make every effort to avoid pilling snow at your walkway whenever possible.
Please cooperate. Holiday Lights can be put up no earlier than Thanksgiving on your home, trees or shrubs and must be physically removed from your homes, trees and shrubs no later than January 31st of the following year.
