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Your Board of directors consisting of seven homeowners meets with our managers from Americana Resorts Properties about eight times a year and is in contact on a daily basis with phone calls and e-mail to resolve issues that arise. Each of the board members oversees a facet of reoccurring need, 
Namely: Painting, Irrigation, Landscaping, Snow Removal, Grass Cutting, Compliance and the Newsletter.                                                                   

Meet the Board.  President Judd Freeman monitors our painting contract. He has been an Aspens resident since 2002.  Judd and his wife Charlene moved from Central Iowa to enjoy an active retirement.  Prior to retirement, Judd taught middle school mathematics and science in Ames, Iowa, served as program officer for the National Science Foundation in Washington, D.C.,Admin-istering grants for mathematics and sci-ence education and then was mathe- matics consultant for the Iowa Depart-ment of Education.  Judd enjoys skiing, snowshoeing, road biking and wood-working 

Director Nancy Ray watches over the irrigation system.  Nancy, originally from Freeport Ill., moved to Summit County after graduating with a bachelor’s degree in marketing from University of Wyoming in 1984. Nancy, whose primary motive for moving was skiing, has worked at a variety of jobs including eight years as a professional ski patroller for Keystone Resort as well as eight years as a 911 dispatcher for the Summit County Communications Center.  In 1994 she married Jeff Ray and started Jray Excavating Inc., spec-ializing in smaller general excavating needs such as home additions, repairs and landscaping.  Nancy and Jeff became interested in the Aspens during the final phase of development in 1998 and purchased their current property just before ground was broken.
Keeping informed.  Last summer two Board members attended a Seminar to learn more about Planned Unit Manage-ment.  One Association President stated that up to 25% of their homeowners were delinquent for 45 days or longer in payment of their dues.  In the Aspens there are no delinquencies over 30 days!
That’s a sign of good management.

Imposing Late Fees is a way of discouraging delinquencies.   The Aspens Board of Directors passed a resolution at the last Board meeting increasing the late fee from 1.5% to a flat rate of $10.00.  In accordance with this resolution, there will be a $10.00 late fee added to your account if it is paid after the 15th of the month billed.  This new policy will begin on April 1, 2005.
Garage Door Replacement Update.              

The Board is negotiating with the Overhead Door Co. of Frisco that will include pricing information for quantity purchases, old door removal and painting.  The cost of these items is the responsibility of the homeowner.  Replacements are scheduled for late spring and summer.  For more information call Americana Resort properties at (970) 468 8363.

Landscaping is the responsibility of Director Kurt Steuer. There will be more information about Kurt in the next Newsletter.  Kurt wants you to know that he is developing an aggressive program of weed control and the reduced need for irrigation in certain areas.  Tree pruning and flower planting are scheduled as well.  This is not a one man operation.  Kurt will be looking for some willing assistants who can devote one hour a week to this very important aspect of our community.  Why not plan now to be part of this activity and watch our association blossom.
Cold Weather Helper On those very cold days when there is no bright sunshine some homeowners may experience difficulty in keeping their homes warm and cozy. Quite likely the large windows in our living and dining rooms are transmitting cold from outside and letting heat escape. Heavy drapes and thermal shades are very helpful. Additionally, one homeowner has abated this problem by applying a product called “Shrink Wrap” to the interior of the window frames.  “It’s invisible, inexpensive, easily applied and removed and does the job.”  Available at local hardware stores.
House Painting.  Twelve homes will get a fresh coat of paint in June or July, weather depending.  The Board has a contract with the same painting company as last year. The Allman Painting Company has consistently done a very fine job and in a timely manner.  A solid stain will be applied.  The homes to be painted on Blue Grouse Lane are: #’s 111 & 121.
