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Those pesty Dandelions are a thing of the past. By routine mowing and scheduled weed whacking, those blossoms thought of as “pretty”, “ugly” or “pretty ugly” have disappeared for the most part.  The Board of Directors opted not to get involved with an expensive
  spraying program resulting in a saving of about $1,000!
A continuing program conducted by Landscaping Chairman Kurt Steuer to control Chamomile Daisies has been very effective.  The sprayer and chemicals are donated by Eagles Nest.
Tent Caterpillars have not shown to be a problem this year.  However, should you see a white fuzzy growth in a tree by your home, please call Americana Resort Properties, 468-8363 for removal.

The resealing of driveways will take place in August on the 16 driveways on North Chipmunk Lane. Homeowners will receive a separate notice when the date for this service is firm. At that time those involved will be provided with written permission to park on the street overnight.  The driveways must remain unused for about 24 hours to allow for the material to dry and cure.
More driveway information, fences, too. The Homeowners Assn. is responsible for the maintenance and ultimately the replacement of our driveways and fences. To maintain these items, the fences are painted every four years combined with house painting.  The driveways are resealed every three years. Some of the homes in our development are approaching 15 years since construction.  The Board of Directors anticipates that in five years some fences will need major repair or total replacement. The driveways may need an overcoat of asphalt.  These two items will be costly.
A reserve fund is established in our budget to assist with further expenditures of this nature.  However, to properly plan ahead, additional monies may be needed when the time comes for expensive maintenance.  At the Homeowners Assn. Annual Meeting which is scheduled for October 28, the need for an Association monthly fee increase will be discussed. 
Are you thinking about switching to Satellite Television?  Our Rules and Regulations have been clarified.  Please note, Section 1B reads as follows:
“Neither television or radio antennas of any size nor satellite dishes that receive video programming signals of one meter or greater, shall be placed, allowed or maintained upon any portion of the lot or general common area without prior written consent from the Board or Managing Agent.  With respect to satellite dishes that receive video programming signals of less than one meter, an owner that desires to install such a satellite dish shall notify the Managing Agent.  The Managing Agent shall promptly meet with the owner to determine the best placement for the satellite dish.  It is the policy of the Board to have the satellite dish placed where it is least visible from the street but does not interfere with the reception or impose unreasonable costs on the owner.
In addition, no house trailer, boat trailer, motor home, recreational vehicle, tent, shack, barn or outbuilding of any kind shall be placed, allowed or maintained on any portion of the lot or general common area without the prior written consent of the Board or Managing Agent.”
The weed whacking of the common area between Blue Grouse and North Chipmunk Lanes was completed in July.
The berm that runs on the south and east of the Aspens will be maintained just once this year in late September.  This cutback together with reduced irrigation will help in maintaining overall operating expenses.
