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Snow, snow, snow -, where to put it, when will it go?  Summit County has had an abundant snowfall this season.  Our contractor, The Ravens Snow fighters have done a good job of keeping the driveways clear with conventional plowing and the use of specialized snow throwers to provide storage for the excess accumulation. The Association also employed The Jeff Ray Excavating Co. that used a Bob Cat with a front end loader to move piles of snow that could not be plowed. While many of the snow falls may lie ahead, the warm days of early March have caused lots of melt and provided more storage space if needed.

Trash Removal will be provided by a different contractor effective Tuesday, April 4th.  To improve service and reduce costs, The Board of Directors has selected Timberline Disposal to replace Waste Management, Inc.  Details will be provided in a separate letter to each homeowner.

As stated in a previous letter, the Homeowners Association is responsible for the homes exterior maintenance and the surrounding grounds (there are some exemptions: IE: roofs, Ref Decs & Cov.) The Association offers free Security Checks that will inspect your home while you are away.  A separate letter will be sent soon providing information about the possible existence of polybutelene pipe as part of your heating system.  Some of this material may have a short life expectancy and may fail, causing damage.

Soon it will be time to paint homes
At the next Board Meeting, scheduled for March 31st, bidders will be sought for the painting of 13 homes, all on Blue Grouse lane.  The painting will take place in July or August depending on weather.


Those scheduled for painting are #’s 108, 110,  112, 114, 116, 120, 122, 123, 125, 126, 130, 132, &136.

We all must be aware that The Aspens is a sub division of The Eagles Nest Property Homeowners Assn.  Each year every home is assessed for annual dues to the parent organization. For 2006 the amount was $105.00, this amount may change annually depending on needs.  Payment is not optional!!  To provide an idea of the scope of this organization a list is provided showing dwelling units when each sub division is fully built out.
