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Earlier this summer, a homeowner called our management company requesting that our “Tree Trimming Contractor” come to the home and prune some branches.  Well, we don’t have a tree trimming contractor as such, the service is accomplished by Americana Resort Staff or volunteers.  However, the Board of Directors does employ a prime contractor – that’s Americana and several sub contractors to keep our community looking good and functioning properly.

Americana Resort Properties performs a host of management functions that include: Billing and Dues collection, Legal and Regulatory Issues, Liaison with the Town of Silverthorne, Maintenance of our common areas and the Irrigation System, Security, Enforcement of our Rules and Regulations and Negotiations with our subcontractors. 

The subcontractors are: House Painting, Snow Removal, Trash 
Removal, Grass Cutting & Weeding, and Driveway Resurfacing.
Contracts are for one year with renewal options.  The following are those employed in 2006, the cost and the highlights of the contract.

Allman Painting Company: 

$2,300 per home plus $300 per fence.

Raven Snow Fighters:

$80.00 per hour, one plow per 24 hours after 4” snowfall.
Mountain Mowers:

Grass Cutting, two cuttings and trimming per home per month @ $42.00 per home. Plus a one time fee of $5500 for weed pulling in all of the planters.

Timberline Disposal Co:

$600 per month (or $12/month per household) for weekly collection of trash and recyclables.

Mountain Maintenance Co:

Driveway resealing for 17 homes, $2,300 plus $600 for crack filling.

You’re right- that’s a lot of money to spend on upkeep. Your Board and its Managers have shopped carefully and have found the ‘most bang for the buck’. These expenditures are clearly justified by the desirability of Aspens homes and their increased property values.

The Driveway Resealing originally scheduled for August has been rescheduled for Oct. 6. The 16 driveways are all on North Chipmunk Lane.  The driveways must remain unused for about 24 hours to allow time for the material to dry and cure.   Americana will place notices on your door prior to the seal coating and will provide temporary parking permits from the Town of Silverthorne to park on the street.  
Recyclables put out for collection on Tuesdays may contain a mix of glass, plastic, aluminum and steel containers, newspaper but not magazines or  corrugated cardboard. These items can go in with your trash, but better yet, take them to the Waste Management collection point located on Brian Ave., between 3rd and 4th Ave.  It’s open Monday – Friday 8:00 – 4:30.
