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Holiday lighting was outstanding this season.  Many homeowners did a beautiful job decorating their homes.  Now that the holiday season is behind us, please be reminded that all outside holiday lighting and décor must be removed by January 31.

The first of each month, the Maintenance Fee of $175.00 becomes due.  You may choose to mail in your payment or you may have it debited automatically from your bank.  To arrange this, contact Neale Miller at Americana Resort Properties- 468-8363.

This fee has remained stable for the last three years. The benefits include: House and fence painting every four years, driveway resealing every three years, snow plowing of driveways, weekly trash and recycle collection, lawn mowing, planter weeding, irrigation, common area maintenance and security.  Most homeowners will agree that this is a bargain.  Inquiries have provided that other HOA fees are often twice what we pay and offer much less.

One of the benefits mentioned above, Security is one that too few home- 
owners choose to use. In our Planned Unit Development of 50 homes there are 

presently 27 properties that are second homes for owners and are only occupied part time.  This has been an extremely cold winter so far with many days of sub zero temperatures.  While we may think of our home as being relatively new, they are approaching nine to fourteen years since initial construction. This means that items like the water heater and the boiler are aging and subject to malfunction, leak, or failure to do their job.

Having no heat in your house during these sub zero days can be a disaster! Pipes can burst and the house easily flooded causing extremely costly repair.

This is where the Security Inspection benefit is most valuable. Trained maintenance employees of our Management Company, Americana Resort Properties will visit your home and inspect the boiler and water heater to see that they are performing properly.  The inspection also includes a check of the sinks and toilets to see that there are no leaks or freeze ups.  To arrange for this free service, contact Neale Miller 468-8363. 

Is your home cold and slow to warm on these sub zero days?  It could be that the large windows of our Aspen homes are partially to blame.  Some owners have applied a product to the windows interior known as “Shrink Wrap” Others have installed thermal or ‘honeycomb’ shades. Another helpful remedy is window drapes.  Closing the blinds or drapes when the sun goes down will help keep the heat in and you warm.

Are you unhappy about the rising cost of TV cable and thinking about a Dish Antenna?  The Rules and Regulations require that written consent be obtained from the Management Company prior to Installation.  Americana will also provide guidance as to where the antenna may be placed for rule compliance and best reception.

The Silverthorne Nordic Center, also known as the Raven Golf Course XC track is available for your use at no charge.  A 3.75 Km rather flat loop may be accessed at North Chipmunk Lane.  For a more challenging 4Km. track, start at the Raven Club House.  You may use skis or snowshoes, but do not walk on the groomed track.  The rules do not allow dogs on or near the course.

Each homeowner is permitted to park two vehicles in the driveway.  If you share a driveway with your neighbor, please be considerate and not block egress.  Also remember to remove vehicles from your driveway when snowplowing may take place.

Trash collection is scheduled for Tuesday.  Please place your container out by 8:00 AM. Recycle material is collected separately (and often earlier) 
than trash.  On snow days, place the containers where they do not interfere with snow plowing.

The Timberline Disposal Co collects trash on Tuesdays.  Have your material placed at the end of your driveway by 7:00 AM in the Toter provided by the company. You may also put out recycle material: Steel and aluminum cans, any color glass or plastic bottles and newspaper.  The items need not be separated.  However, do not mix with trash. To expedite handling, clearly mark the non-trash container with the word “RECYCLE”.   

Bring your empty containers in and store them in your garage or within your fenced yard.  Do not leave your Toter or recycle container outside, where they are in sight.
