Class Action Lawsuits Against Manufacturers of Entran II Hoses

As you may be aware Entran II radiant-heating rubber hoses manufactured by Goodyear Tire and Rubber Company (“Goodyear”) may have been used in the construction of individual Homes (“Homes”) of the Aspens at Eagle’s Nest.  Property owners throughout the United States have found that Entran II hoses have not performed as they should.  Consumers in New Jersey and Colorado brought separate class action lawsuits against Goodyear to recover damages caused by those defects.  A little over a year ago Colorado property owners were asked to choose between participating in the New Jersey and the Colorado class action.  
So many Colorado property owners chose to participate in the New Jersey rather than the Colorado action that in January of 2005, the District Court for Eagle County, Colorado decertified the Colorado case.  As you may remember, the Colorado class action specifically named a few individuals as plaintiffs but included other property owners with Entran II hoses by naming the class of people who owned property in Colorado in which Entran II hoses were installed as a plaintiff.  The decertification means that the property owners who were specifically named as plaintiffs remain part of that litigation but the people who were solely members of the class do not.  The property owners who were members of the class may now have a limited amount of time remaining in which to bring a claim against Goodyear.
If your home has or once had Entran II hoses and you were not part of the New Jersey class action but instead had been in the Colorado litigation you now have three options.  First, you can seek to rejoin the New Jersey litigation.  The plaintiffs in New Jersey settled with Goodyear and if you are permitted to rejoin that action you may be entitled to a portion of the settlement funds.  Second, you can choose not to attempt to rejoin the New Jersey litigation and can pursue a claim against Goodyear in separate litigation, which you would have to initiate.  Finally, you can choose not to take any action, in which case you will eventually lose the right to enforce any claim you might have against Goodyear.
Since different materials were used in each of the homes, each homeowner must determine whether his or her home has or had Entran II hoses and if so whether he or she was a member of the Colorado class action and if so what course of action to take.   To find out which kind of pipes are in your home, look at the pipes attached to your boiler and see if Entran II is written on the pipes.  If you are still not sure, contact a plumber or Americana Resort Properties.
