Our Annual Meeting and organizational Board Meeting took place on October 30th at the Silverthorne Town Hall.  Two men were elected to serve on the Board of Directors.  Douglas Garrett of 1650 N. Chipmunk Lane and Robert Griffiths of 111 Blue Grouse will be Directors for a three year term.  Rob now retired was the Superintendent of a large school system in the east and now is in charge of volunteer services at Keystone Mt.
Douglas is a second homeowner living full time in Englewood, Co. where he serves as Mayor.  He is an attorney working for The Sports Authority; the parent company of Gart.  Nancy Ray of 1645 N. Chipmunk had been appointed to the Board earlier this year filling the position created by the resignation of Jeff Kneller.  Nancy was also elected for a three year term and will serve as Director. 
Officers for the coming year are: President Judd Freeman, Vice President David Sokol, Secretary Ray Bezanson and Treasure Kurt Steuer along with the three Directors mentioned above.
Garage door problems were a main topic at the Annual Meeting.  First noticed that some doors would not hold paint, Maintenance Supervisor, Joe Altoonian of Americana Resorts Properties brought the matter to light.  Possibly one third of the garage doors in the association have been subjected to weather and aging damage. A possible cause of the problem is the accumulation of snow on the lower panels which has rotted the wood venire and allowed moisture to penetrate the filler material.  Some corrective options outlined were: (1) Replacing the lower door panel. (2) Replacing the entire door(s) with a similar door. (3) Replacing the door(s) with a metal insulated door.  Mr. Altoonian will inspect all of the garage doors and notify those homeowners who may need to replace their doors.  The cost of the replacement is the responsibility of the homeowner.  The Association is reviewing potential replacement doors and volume pricing for the spring.  For more information call Americana Resort Properties at (970) 468-8363.
Hey Baby it’s cold outside! Yes, and when it is we want our homes to be warm inside.  However, when the home is unoccupied for several day or weeks problems may occur and go unnoticed.  Some of the homes are heated with warm air but most used the hot water baseboard system.  In either case there’s a device call a “Thermocouple unit” designed to prevent gas from entering the combustion chamber when the pilot is unlit.  If this fails, the pilot will go out automatically and the system will shut down.  This means no heat and during prolonged cold weather your unattended home could freeze, damaging the plumbing and possibly flooding could occur. Oh my - what do we do now?  We act to prevent such a mishap.  And, the answer is - - - -
Home Security Inspection   It’s provided by key maintenance employees of Americana Resort Properties – and it’s FREE!  If your home is to be unattended for a week or more, call Americana at (970) 468-8363 and arrange for this service.  A trained technician will do weekly inspections to be sure that no heating or plumbing problems exist.  This includes: boiler, furnace, water heater and under sink areas where leaks might occur.  Your peace of mind is only a phone call away.  Your monthly maintenance fees provide for this service.  Take advantage of it.
Packaging and shipping material can be a mess if not disposed of properly.  When you receive an item that has been packed with shredded paper or Styrofoam peanuts, PLEASE put all of this stuff in a sealed plastic bag before putting it in your regular trash container.  When collected at the curb, loose particles from the trash truck find their way about the neighborhood.  It is unsightly and a mess to clean up.  We work to have a clean community, let’s keep it that way.

Changes to the looks of your home are OK with Aspens Board and Eagles Nest Approval!  Before you drive the first nail or hire a contractor you must submit a sketch and a description of any exterior modification for approval.  Provide Americana Resort Properties (PO Box 2872, Dillon, CO 80435) with a copy of your request for homeowner modification.  Your request will be on the Agenda for the next board meeting.  If necessary to avoid any delay in evaluating such requests, a special Board meeting may be called.  When Aspen Board approval is attained, your request will be forwarded to the Eagles Nest Board for final action.  Plan ahead!
Holiday Lighting goes hand in hand with community spirit.  It is a warm feeling to see the sparkle and twinkle of lights on snow covered trees and porches.  In the Aspens you may put up Holiday lights as soon as the day after Thanksgiving.  They may remain up until January 31, at which time the lights and décor must be removed.  There is no provision in our Rules and Regulations for any form of outside lighting other than during the time specified.  Your cooperation is appreciated.
Snow plowing of driveways will occur when there is a snowfall of four inches or more. This year’s snow plow contract went to the company that provided the service for the past two years.  The cost of this service has increased substantially, but the Board and Management Company feel that the dependability and quality of workmanship justifies the fee.  To see that all homeowners get a fair level of service, time wise, plowing will start on the west end of N. Chipmunk Lane on the first plow, then start on the east end of Blue Grouse Lane on the second plow.  Etc.  Please help by keeping your driveway free of parked cars and other objects that might impair a smooth operation.
