I.   The Meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM.

II.   Present at the meeting were: Rob Griffiths, Kurt Steuer, Nancy Ray, Dave Sokol, Judd Freeman and Ray Bezanson. Absent: Douglas Garrett. Also present Ned Brandt, Neale Miller and Joe Altoonian from Americana Resort Properties.  Homeowners: Mr. & Mrs. Reider of 124 Blue Grouse Lane attended for a presentation.
III.   The minutes of the February 10th meeting were corrected to indicate that Item IV, C. should read “Entran II radiant heating rubber hose”, not “Polybutelene Pipe”
On a motion by Steuer, 2nd by Griffiths the minutes were approved as corrected.

IV.   Homeowners Requests for Modifications.
 Homeowners Reider of 124 Blue Grouse Lane presented plans for adding a room over the existing garage and for a porch enclosure with a front door.  A motion was offered by Griffiths, 2nd by Sokol to approve the application. The motion passed subject to notification and approval of neighbors as required by the Declarations and Covenants.

V.   General Community Items and Maintenance Issues.

A.   Trash Contract
The contract with Waste Management has been terminated and the new contract with Timberline Disposal LLC is in effect as of April 1, 2006. New Toters have been distributed to all homeowners.  Homeowners may request a toter smaller than the 99 gallons size that was provided.

B.   2 Aspen Trees at 141 Blue Grouse

Due to repair of recent water service, two trees, some landscaping and a portion of the sidewalk were damaged or removed. The Homeowner will be advised to report this as a loss to his insurance carrier for compensation.

C.   Paint Contract                                                                                                                    The board decided unanimously to award the painting contract for the painting of 13 homes on Blue Grouse Lane in 2006 to Allman Painting, Inc.  This decision was based on past performance and price consideration.
D.   Paint Colors

All homes are to be paint with three colors, one each for body, accent and trim. Homes that have an abundance of Board and Batten siding will be repainted with the larger portion of the “B&B” painted the same color as the body of the house.  The smaller portions of the “B&B” will be painted the accent color.

A new color scheme was selected to replace the all white homes.
Diamond Vogel Paint Co was selected to replace Kwal as supplier of paint.  Sample colors of standard mixed paints from Diamond Vogel were designated to replace custom mixed paints from Kwal.


E.   Dandelion Control
It was decided not to expend funds for Dandelion control.

F.   Weed Whacking                                                                                                   

The weed whacking of the berms and common areas will take place in the Spring and Fall at a time to be determined as needed.  Americana employees will be contracted to do the work.

G.   Planter Weeding

The Board determined that the annual weeding of the planters should take place in late June or early July

VI.   Review Financial Status.
In spite of a year with very heavy snow fall, the cost of removal appears to be very close to the amount budgeted. Light snowfalls in March have offset the need for extensive plowing in January.  Overall the budget is “Looking Good”
VII.   Compliance Issues.


A.   Valley Greens Dumpster

A dumpster exists adjacent to 107 Blue Grouse Lane on the Valley Greens Property.  As an unattractive necessity, its unsightly presence may effect nearby property values and sale ability. Americana will seek the assistance of ENPHOA to have the dumpster concealed with a structure or landscaping.

A.   Entran II Hoses
