Board of Directors Meeting

I.   The meeting was called to order at 5:30 by Vice President David Sokol.

II.   Also present at the meeting were Douglas Garrett, Kurt Steuer and Ray Bezanson.  Absent: Rob Griffiths, Nancy Ray and Judd Freeman.  Americana Resort Properties was represented by Ned Brandt and Neale Miller, absent: Joe Altoonian.

III.   On a motion by Garrett, 2nd by Steuer the minutes of the May 12, 06 meeting were approved.

IV.   Homeowners Requests for Modifications

A.   Process for Approval

The board decided that a Certified Letter will go to the neighbors of an applicant seeking a home modification.  The letter will provide a time period for the neighbor to respond registering any complaint.  No response after the time period will assume a no objection.  Homeowners will be encouraged to contact neighbors directly when they are available.
V.   General Community Items and Maintenance Issues

A.   Painting

David Sokol reported that there are some places on 120 Blue Grouse that need re-application of paint.  # 121 Blue Grouse will be checked to see if this problem exists. Allman will be notified of needed work.

Homes that have an abundance of board and batten siding will be repainted with the larger portion of the b&b painted the same color as the body of the house.  The smaller portions of the b&b , IE “the triangles” will be painted the accent color. The garage doors are to be painted the same color as the body of the house or the accent color if requested by the homeowner.
B.   Dandelions

The board decided not to change its policy concerning the spraying of dandelions. This decision was based on the cost of multiple applications of herbicide needed to be effective and the need for surrounding localities like Willowbrook, The Ravens Golf course and the Ponds to participate in an aggressive spraying program.  The side effects of spraying on bird life were considered.  Lastly, the board did not want to have a special assessment or raise dues to pay for dandelion control.  As such there will be no funds spent for this endeavor.

C.   Trash

Trash toters left outside by homeowners have been picked up by Timberline.

D.   Driveway Replacement

Americana will seek information concerning the cost of total replacement for a typical driveway.  This will help in determining escrow funds for future needs.

E.   Irrigation System

Although the system is up and running, there are some locations that need service.  Attention will be given to non operating sprinklers and those that need redirecting.

VI.   Review Financial Status

Our finances are in good shape.  Switching to Timberline trash collectors has reduced costs.  We ended the snow plowing season spending for LESS than was budgeted.

VII.   Compliance Items

Revised Rule for Satellite Installation

Douglas Garrett reported that he is working on this revision.  The new rule will comply with legal requirements.  Americana will establish ‘Location of satellite antenna’ information for homeowner guidance.

Follow up RE: 141 Blue Grouse

The contractor, Jeff Ray Excavations will be contacted to complete the work at this site. Namely: sidewalk, driveway and trees.

VIII.   General Administration Items

A discussion took concerning allowing homeowners to establish lawns in front of their homes.  It was decided to defer this topic to the Annual Meeting in October to determine if the homeowners, in general want to change the character of the community.
IX.   The next Board Meeting is scheduled for July 28, 5:30 PM at the Community Center.

X.   The meeting was adjourned at 6:50 PM.
