At years end our account shows a balance of $ 25.000.  Utilities under budget by $4,000.  It was agreed to transfer $20,000 from the General Account to the Reserve Fund.  Changing trash collectors from Waste Management to Timberline resulted in a saving of $2,465. A refund of $3,600 is due from Allman Painting due to an overcharge.
