RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Aspens At Eagles Nest Association, Inc.

All owner and non-owner occupants, guests, renters and rental agencies shall comply with these Rules and Regulations.

I.
USE OF UNIT

A.
No residence or lot shall be used for a use other than a single-family dwelling. No secondary unit or apartment may be created on any lot.

B.
Neither exterior television or radio antennas of any size nor satellite dishes that receive video programming signals of one meter or greater, shall be placed, allowed or maintained upon any portion of the lot or general common area without the prior written consent from the Board or Managing Agent.  With respect to satellite dishes that receive video programming signals of less than one meter, an owner that desires to install such a satellite dish shall notify the Managing Agent.  The Managing Agent shall promptly meet with the owner to determine the best location for the placement of the satellite dish.  It is the policy of the Board to have a satellite dish place where the dish is least visible to the street but does not interfere with the reception or impose unreasonable costs on the owner.   In addition, no any house trailer, motor home, recreational vehicle, tent, shack, barn or outbuilding of any kind shall be placed, allowed or maintained upon any portion of the lot or general common area without the prior written consent from the Board or Managing Agent.
C.
No wood burning appliances may be installed within any residence.

D.
No tanks of any kind, either elevated or buried, shall be erected, placed or permitted upon the property.

E.
No exterior clotheslines shall be permitted on the property.

F.         All balconies, decks and windows shall be used only for their intended purposes and shall not be used for open storage (except for grills and firewood) or hanging of garments or other articles. Garage windows are required to have window coverings.  Exterior sides of all window coverings shall be natural wood or white backed in color. No banners, stickers, posters or other unsightly displays shall be allowed in windows.

G.        Holiday lights can be put up no earlier than Thanksgiving on your home, trees and shrubs and must be physically removed from your home, trees and shrubs no later than January 31st of the following year.

H.        Refuse piles, trash and any other unsightly objects or materials shall not be allowed to be placed or to remain on the project. All trash containers must be kept indoors at all times, except on trash pick-up day. All waste shall be disposed of in a sanitary fashion. All trash must be place in “hard walled” containers and have lids securely in place when outside, so as to not allow debris to blow or animals to rummage through container. Loose trash bags and boxes are not permitted to be placed at curb for pick-up. Weekly pick-up limits are four (4) containers per lot. Any excess will be billed back to the owner.   

I.          No planting or gardening shall be done, and no fences, hedges, playground equipment or walls shall be erected or maintained except within the fenced yard.

J.          No junk cars, inoperative vehicles or vehicles under repair shall be parked, stored or maintained on the property for more than three (3) days.

K.         All furniture, tools and other personal property shall be kept and maintained in neat condition and in such a manner so that, to the extent possible, the same are concealed from view from any other lot. All lawns and improvements inside the fenced area shall be maintained by the lot owner in a neat condition consistent with that of the common areas.

L.        Radios, phonographs, television sets, amplifiers and any other instrument or devise shall be used         in such a manner that will not interfere with the rights, comforts or conveniences of others.

M.        Fireworks of any kind shall not be stored, carried, ignited, displayed or exploded on any part of the project. Firearms shall not be discharged on the project.

II.
COMMON AREAS

A.
All vehicles shall be parked in such a manner on paved driveways so as to not block the ingress or egress of other lot owners. Parking is prohibited on lawns, common areas and town and county streets and roadways and is limited to two (2) vehicles in any driveway at one time.

B.
Personal property shall not be stored in common areas (including bicycles). Town-owned and common sidewalks, dri​veways and passageways shall remain unobstructed at all times. The association and management shall not be responsi​ble for loss or damage to articles or property left or stored in common areas.

III.
PETS

A.
Occupants may keep no more than two (2) domesticated pets on any lot. All pets must be kept indoors and must be kept on a leash whenever outdoors. No kennels, dog runs or commercial pet operations are permitted. No pets shall be left outdoors without being supervised by a person of at least twelve years of age who is also outdoors and in the line of sight with such pet. Pets must be under control at all times. Owners are responsible for cleaning up immediately after pet on the lot and in the common area.

IV.
SNOW REMOVAL

A. 
All vehicles must be removed from driveways from 6:30 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. after a continuous snowfall of 4” or more. If there is heavy mid to late day snowfall, vehicles must be off lots the next morning for snow removal. Once snow has been removed, vehicles may be parked on driveway. If lot owner fails to remove vehicles, owner will be responsible for his own snow removal.

B. 
Owners are responsible for clearing snow from front sidewalks in a timely manner.

ENFORCEMENT OF RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Board of Directors and/or Managing Agent has the authority to enforce against owners for violation of these Rules and Regulations, Bylaws and Declarations. The following procedures shall be implemented:

FIRST OFFENSE: Written notification to owner of violation and request to cure.

SECOND OFFENSE: Hearing and $100.00 fine.

THIRD OFFENSE: Hearing and $175.00 fine.

FOURTH OFFENSE: Hearing and $250.00 fine.

NOTE: Each day that a violation continues after notice shall be deemed a separate violation. 

The Board and/or Managing Agent shall have the authority to take remedial action as deemed 

necessary in addition to the above schedule, including, but not limited to, the filing of a lien, the filing of an action for injunction or money judgment, or filing of a suit for unlawful detainer. The foregoing Rules and Regulations are subject to amendment by the Board of Directors.
